It is with regret that NOHVCC informs you of the passing of one of our own.  Ron Morganthaler passed away Tuesday, August 10, 2010 after a long battle with cancer.
Ron was a great advocate for Off Road recreation.  He was a long time NOHVCC State Partner for Washington State, NOHVCC Hall-of-Famer, and original NOHVCC planning team member.  Ron was very active in his home state of Washington.  He started riding dirt bikes in 1970 after seeing the amount of fun his brother-in-law had riding.  He later bought a dirt bike for his wife and daughter and they became a family of riders.  Ron’s activism began when the US Forest Service began closing trails to dirt bikes and only Ron and his wife attended the public meetings.
Ron began the trail division of the Northwest Motorcycle Association.  The other portion of the organization self destructed and the NMA became an off-road only organization focused on protecting and growing opportunities.
Because of Ron’s involvement and activism in Washington, he was invited to attend the planning team meetings in 1990 which was the beginning of the NOHVCC organization.
NOHVCC is deeply saddened with Ron’s passing.  He will be sorely missed here, and in the OHV trails communities.
